eTree and Turf Tips 

As 2 months worth of snow cover recedes, grey snow mold 

fungus is exposed on lawns. The fungus dies quickly as it 

becomes exposed to air and light. The best thing to do is 

to fluff up matted grass with a leaf rake, allowing the 

grass blades to dry. Leaving the grass matted down may 

make the turf more subject to damage. Fungicide sprays 

only work as a preventative, applied in the fall before the 

lawn is covered by snow. It’s a bit late for that now. Raking 

is the best option.

Turf damage such as this is usu-

ally filled in quickly when the lawn 

starts growing. Voles can be very de-

structive to junipers. They chew off 

and eat the bark and in turn 

the eaten branches die.
